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Livestock Machinery and Equipment Award

Conditions of Entry

Entries considered by the judges to be of sufficient merit will each receive a Certificate of Merit and the winners of these certificates will compete for the RABDF Machinery & Equipment Award.

Conditions:

· The competition is open to any machinery and equipment manufacturer or distributor exhibiting (stand holder) at the Dairy Event and Livestock Show (provided that their entry complies with the conditions of the competition)

· Exhibitors making a claim for the economic value to the livestock industry for an item of machinery or equipment must supply, with their entry, details for the judges to evaluate. 

· An exhibitor may only make a single entry which must be displayed at the Event

· Information on all exhibits must be submitted to RABDF for confirmation of eligibility 

· Should the number of entries exceed eight, the judges reserve the right to draw up a shortlist based upon information and written descriptions submitted on the A4 sheet at the time of entry.

· The entries selected for the shortlist will be judged on Wednesday 16th September at the Dairy Event and Livestock Show with results announced and certificates presented at the close of the first day.

· Entries, for which no fee is payable, must be submitted on the official entry form and signed by a senior representative of the organisation concerned.

· Closing date for receipt of complete entries will be Friday 24th July 2009

· Economic advantage(s) to the end user

· Four copies of the following:

· Product literature and /or DVD of machine or equipment  in operation

· Press coverage
